Morwen created one of the best meals I have ever had and no matter how many times I have made these recipes there is always something missing. Thinking about it, the missing ingredient has to be the family and friends I shared the meal with. That always makes food taste better.

Lemon Garlic Chicken
2 lemons
3T butter, melted
1t crushed dried rosemary
1/4t salt
1/8t pepper
1 21/2-3 lb chicken
4 cloves garlic, halved
1/4 cup chicken broth
1T cornstarch
1T butter

Cut 1 lemon into thin slices.  Finely shred 1 teaspoon lemon peel from
the other lemon.  Squeeze juice from this lemon.  If necessary add enough
water to make 3 tablespoons total of juice.  Set aside 1 tablespoon.
Stir together lemon peel, 2 tablespoons lemon juice, 3 tablespoons melted
butter, salt, pepper and rosemary.
Place lemon slices and garlic cloves inside body cavity.  brush with
lemon-rosemary butter. Bake at 350
degrees for 1-2 hours until done. Baste occasionally with lemon rosemary
butter.
In a small saucepan combine the reserved lemon juice, chicken broth and
cornstarch.  Cook until thickened and bubbly. stir in 1 tablespoon butter
and pan juices.  Serve with chicken.

Fontainbleu Cheese
2 cups yogurt
1 cup sugar
2 cups heavy cream
3 egg whites

In a large bowl combine yogurt and all but 2 tablespoons of sugar.  Whip
cream until stiff and fold into yogurt.  Whip egg whites until stiff, add
2 tablespoons of sugar and whip until glossy.  Fold into yogurt mix.
Transfer into a 6 cup cheesecloth lined colander.  Place in bowl to catch
liquid.  Place plate that fits inside colander on top of cloth wrapped
yogurt mixture and put a heavy weight on the plate.  Allow to drip for a
minimum of 24 hours, draining off liquid occasionally.  Cheese should be
firm and dry.  To serve, unmold on platter.
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
